Stojakovic).

About the 500m, GOONDI (P Crich) got its head up when being restrained after racing
up onto the heels of front runners.

RACE 2 0-58 HANDICAP 1200 METRES:

As the gates opened, SWEET COUNTY (T Gillett) got its head up whilst
THREELEGSAGAIN (P Crich) jumped awkwardly.

STORMY REBEL (L Stojakovic) raced wide with no cover.

MOUNT NANCY (K Connor) was inclined to roll in over the final 200m.

RACE 3 0-64 HANDICAP 1000 METRE:

As the gates opened, CONCINI (T Gillett) and MYSTIC OBSESSION (P Denton)
bumped and shortly after HANDOUT (R Vigar) on their outside shifted inwards and as a
result tightened CONCINI onto MYSTIC OBSESSION which inturn tightened ALL
RILED UP (C Lloyd) onto PASADANE.

On jumping, NORTHERN GEM (L Stojakovic) was a little slow into stride.

HAWK HUNTER (K Connor) was inclined to roll in over the concluding stages of the
event.

Stewards subsequently reminded K Connor rider of HAWK HUNTER that she must
make a greater effort to stop riding and straighten her mounts when they are shifting
ground.

T Gillett rider of CONCINI was issued with a reprimand for using his whip in a forehand
manner on 4 consecutive hits prior to the 100m which is in contravene of AR137A(5)(i).

As the gates opened, both DISCOVERY LAD (C Moon) and CARNEGGAN DASHER (R
Vigar) were slow into stride.

About the 150m, DISCOVERY LAD rolled out brushing with LANOGATCO (P Crich).

RACE 5 MAIDEN PLATE 1400 METRES:

As the gates opened, APPLE CIDER ALLEY (C Lloyd) and FUZZY ANGEL (L

little slow into stride.

FUZZY ANGEL hung out throughout the event and down the length of the straight
caused its rider some difficulties in keeping it straight.

Mr Carson trainer of FUZZY ANGEL could offer no explanation as to why the mare
raced ungenerously and hung out as it did.

Stewards advised Mr Carson that they would monitor the mare’s next start and a repeat
performance of today may result in some action being taken.

SAINT PULSE (K Connor) was inclined to roll out over the final 200m under pressure.
